The long term intent for all these activities is the development
and expansion of research programs for the evaluation of ongoing

This program, now funded through 2011, has already had
substantial impact. (a) Eight trainees have spent a year in the
United States, (b) Three have already received external funding
of projects begun during their fellowships, with some funding
coming from the NIH, some from the European Union, and some
from agencies of the Polish government; (c) 81 scientists and
scientist-clinicians at different levels of training have attended
the yearly workshops; (d) a new curriculum on substance
abuse research has been introduced at the Medical University
of Warsaw; (e) an initiative for matching funds for Polish
program participants has been negotiated with the two Polish
government agencies which support substance abuse research,
in order to support the re-entry projects; (f) a series of planning
meetings has led to the formation of a Polish scientific society on
the addictions (Polish Society for Research on Addictions).
