A comparing characteristic of usage
of carbamazepin and topamax in treatment
of focal epilepsies in children

A retrospective assessment of results of treatment of 46 chil-
dren with various forms of focal epilepsy with Finlepsin (Carba-
mazepin) and Topamax was performed. Age of the children was
form 6 to 15 months and a follow-up period was 1 years from the
start of the treatment.

Topamax as monotherapy resulted in a stable remission in
40 % of children in the contrast to Finlepsin monotherapy (17 %
of children). In 56 % of children treated with Topamax and in 39 %
of children treated with Finlepsin a reduction of attacks more than
50 % was occurred. 43.5 % of children had adverse effects in usage
of Finlepsin, due to these effects the medication was discontinu-
ated. The same index for Topamax was only 8.7 %.
